(4) With the exception of public transportation that is not required by law to be equipped with safety restraints, 

no vehicle shall begin moving until all children are seated and secured in age and weight appropriate 

safety restraints, which must remain fastened at all times the vehicle is in motion.  Each child shall have a 

safety restraint.  Children shall not share a safety seat or a safety restraint.

Based on observation and interview, CCL found that children shared a safety restraints and two children were 

not secured in age and weight appropriate safety restraint while vehicle was in motion.

(5) Children under four years of age may not be transported in a vehicle which does not provide age 

appropriate safety restraints or in a vehicle which cannot accommodate a car seat or a booster seat in a 

manner that conforms with National Highway Transportation Safety Administration recommendations .

The intent of this rule was not met:

Based on observation, CCL found that children under four years old were transported in a vehicle that did not 

provide age appropriate safety restraints.
